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School Uniform Attire

1. Pants, skirts, capris and shorts*
-Must be worn at or above the hipbone and should fit appropriately.
-If there are belt loops a belt should be worn.
-Shorts/skirts may be no shorter than the top of the knee.”
-Pants may not be worn rolled up or oversized.
*All pants, skirts, capris and shorts are required to be solid
colors: navy blue, khaki, or black. All belts are required to be
brown, black, or white.

2. Shirts*
-Must have a collar.
-Can be long or short sleeve.
- Knit or dress shirt.
*All shirts are required to be white or any shade of blue.

3. Sweaters/Sweatshirts*
-Can be a vest, pullover, or cardigan.
-No hooded garments are allowed.
*Sweaters/sweatshirts must be white or any shade of blue.

4. Shoes*
-Must be leather like or gym shoes that cover the entire foot.
- Laced shoes must be tied tightly.
-Sandals (not flip flops) can be worn.”
*Shoe colors are required to be neutral and have coordinated
laces. Example: solid white, solid black, solid brown.
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*Sandals and shorts may be worn until October 15" and after Spring Break. Flip flops are not allowed due to safety
concerns. The Brown Intermediate Center reserves the right to make final judgement concerning
attire/appearance.
